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Course Description: In this class, students will study a variety of literature as a means for helping them access and learn the California Academic and Performance Standards [http://www.cde.ca.gov/be/st/ss/engmain.asp] while improving their skills in thinking, reading, writing, listening, and speaking.  The major components of the California Academic and Performance Standards are:
	· Word analysis and systematic vocabulary development
	· Reading comprehension of informational materials

	· Literary response and analysis
	· Writing strategies and applications

	· Listening and speaking strategies
	· Written and oral English language conventions


Educational Material: It is recommended that students have the following materials in class every day:

	· Texts: selected core novels & literature book
	· Binder Reminder

	· A package of 3x5 index cards
	· Ink pens: Blue/black, red, green, & yellow/orange

	· A 3 subject spiral notebook
	· RC book (REQUIRED)

	· Highlighters: Red/Pink, green, & yellow
	· Pencils, colored pencils, & sharpener


Homework Policy: Homework will be assigned an average of four days a week and is generally due at the start of class the following day. Each homework assignment is designed to reinforce the current day’s standard or the current unit of study. Students will take 1 reading test, RC test, every month worth 40 points each. Reading for the RC tests is the student’s responsibility and needs to be done during SSR and as daily homework.

Only students with a verified absence will be allowed to make up missed assignments. It is the responsibility of the student to ask for the missed assignments. The number of days allotted to hand in make-up work is equal to the number of days the student was verified absent from class.  Please use Lexington’s website as a tool to assist with absent work as well as a reference to the class’s activities.
Late papers/assignments are not accepted in this course.
Grading Policy: Students must earn a total of 120 credits and achieve a 2.0 GPA to promote to high school.  This course will assist students in earning 10 credits toward promotion requirements.  The grading is based on a point system.  Assignments will be weighted according to the time and effort required. If students have missing, incomplete, or unsatisfactory assignments they may receive an N or U for effort.
